Syllable Clapping: 

Clap the beats in spring words such as daffodils (3 claps) 

chick (1 clap) Easter Egg (3 claps). Encourage your child to 

try this with their own name and other spring words.

Go for a spring walk around your local area and encourage 

children to talk about the different signs of Spring they 

can see and hear.

Health and self-care: 

Support your child in dressing and undressing themselves. 

Please work on coats with zips and putting on shoes.  
Cutting skills: 

Draw a spring chick or flower and use child friendly 

scissors to cut them out. This will help develop your 

child’s fine motor skills.

Letter Formation  

Practise forming letters using pens, pencils, crayons etc.  
Name Writing 

Encourage your child at every opportunity (after they 

have drawn a picture) to write their name.  

Stories 

Select different books and suggest how the story might 

end. Talk about if they enjoyed the book and who their 

favourite character is.
